Dialogos TransAtlanticos
Transatlatic Dialogs

Expedicdo Valongo Seminario Némade é um projeto de
pesquisa e extensdo académico-cultural dentro de uma
rede internacional que abrange areas portudrias em paises
da América Latina e Europa, como Itdlia/Veneza (Santa
Marta), Valéncia (Espanha), Floriandpolis (SC) e Santos
(SP) no Brasil. O objetivo é refletir sobre as relagdes de
apropriacao, formas de pertencimento e propostas criativas
para habitar as cidades contemporaneas.

Por meio de mesas-redondas e discussoes locais, o projeto
promove didlogos interinstitucionais entre pesquisadores
e o publico, propondo um espaco para refletir sobre a
cidade em sua dimensao cultural. Envolve memoria social,
preservacao do patriménio material e imaterial, bem como
intervencoes artisticas e culturais no territério central da
cidade e na regido do Valongo.

A segunda edicdo do Seminario Nomade "Expedicao
Valongo - Didlogos TransAtlanticos" enfoca trocas entre
zonas costeiras para discutir e ocupar a paisagem urbana de
Santos em meio as transformacoes da zona portuaria. Essa
discussdo ocorre em um contexto nacional e internacional
em deslocamento, envolvendo processos de transformacao
cultural, ambiental e patrimonial frente a policrise mundial.

A primeira edicdo do Seminario Némade ocorreu em junho
de 2024, apresentando um panorama das intervencdes
urbanas e dos processos de regeneracao na regiao central
e portuaria do Valongo em Santos, Litoral Sul de Sdo Paulo,
Brasil, com o inicio da implantacdo do Parque Valongo,
reconectando o centro histérico com o mar.

A segunda edicdo do Semindrio Némade Expedicao
Valongo: Didlogos TransAtlanticos aconteceu de 7 a 9 de
novembro, em formato hibrido, com conferéncias online
e encontros artisticos presenciais, incluindo exposicoes e
performances publicas em museus, espacos de cultura e
ruas do Centro Histérico do Valongo, Santos, SP.

Com foco nas relagdes interculturais ibero-americanas,
esta edicdo aborda dimensbes geopoliticas, ambientais
e patrimoniais a partir de uma perspectiva relacional
glocal, vislumbrando os contornos de uma cultura caicara
contemporaneaemmutacdo, pautadapelatecnodiversidade
caracteristica de zonas costeiras do Estado de Sao Paulo.
As mesas-redondas envolveram reflexdes sobre arte
publica contemporianea e suas interfaces tecnoldgicas,
socioambientais e tecnopoliticas, considerando diversas
perspectivas sobre arte contemporanea e distintas
cosmovisdes globais.

O Semindrio NOmade Expedicdo Valongo: Dialogos
TreansAtlanticos foi realizado de forma online, via
plataforma Streamyard, organizado pelo PPGEAHC da
UPMackenzie em S3o Paulo, em colaboracdo com o PPG
DIVERSITAS da USP.

Mesas-redondas/painéis tematicos estabeleceram dialogos
entre contextos locais e extra-locais, destacando zonas de
contato, aproximacdes, complementaridades e friccoes
entre os continentes latino-americano, africano e europeu.

Assim, ao unir o norte e o sul globais, o projeto propde
repensar, por meio de linguagens, investigacbes e praticas
artisticas, presentes e futuros diversos, ecocéntricos e
mais-que-humanos, com base em uma sensibilidade que
inclui a ideia do procomum.

Pesquisadores, artistas, arquitetos, urbanistas, historiadores
e antropdlogos foram convidados a se inscrever e
participar deste debate e exposicao de arte. Os resultados
dessas reflexdes cientifico-culturais e geopoéticas estdo
compilados aqui na publicacao cientifica internacional CAP
- Cadernos de Arte Publica.

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The Valongo Expedition Nomadic Seminar is an academic
and cultural research and outreach project within an
international network covering port areas in Latin America
and Europe, such as Santa Marta in Italy, Valencia in
Spain, and Floriandpolis (SC) and Santos (SP) in Brazil. The
goal is to reflect on the relationships of appropriation,
forms of belonging, and creative proposals for inhabiting
contemporary cities.

Through roundtables and local discussions, the project
fosters interinstitutional dialogues between researchers
and the public, offering a space to reflect on the city in
its cultural dimension. It encompasses social memory, the
preservation of tangible and intangible heritage, as well as
artistic and cultural interventions in the central territory of
the city and the Valongo region.

The second edition of the Nomadic Seminar, "Valongo
Expedition - TransAtlantic Dialogues," focused on
exchanges between coastal zones to discuss and occupy
the urban landscape of Santos amidst the transformations
of the port zone. This discussion takes place within a
national and international context of displacement,
involving processes of cultural, environmental, and heritage
transformation in the face of the global polycrisis.

The first edition of the Nomadic Seminar took place in
June 2024, providing an overview of urban interventions
and regeneration processes in the central and port area
of Valongo in Santos, on the southern coast of Sdo Paulo,
Brazil. It coincided with the initial implementation of Parque
Valongo, reconnecting the historic center with the sea.

The second edition of the Nomadic Seminar, Valongo
Expedition: TransAtlantic Dialogues, occurred from
November 7 to 9 in a hybrid format, with online conferences
and in-person artistic gatherings, including exhibitions and
public performances in museums, cultural spaces, and the
historic streets of Valongo, Santos, SP.

Dialogos TransAtlanticos

Focusing on Ibero-American intercultural relations, this
edition explored geopolitical, environmental, and heritage
dimensions through a relational glocal perspective,
envisioning the contours of an evolving contemporary
caicara culture characterized by the technodiversity of
coastal zones in Sdo Paulo State. The roundtables reflected
on contemporary public art and its technological, socio-
environmental, and technopolitical interfaces, considering
diverse perspectives on contemporary art and various
global worldviews.

The Nomadic Seminar Valongo Expedition: TransAtlantic
Dialogues was held online via the Streamyard platform,
organized by PPGEAHC at UPMackenzie in Sao Paulo, in
collaboration with PPG DIVERSITAS at USP.

Thematic roundtables and panels established dialogues
between local and extra-local contexts, highlighting
zones of contact, approximations, complementarities, and
frictions between Latin American, African, and European
continents.

By connecting the global North and South, the project
proposes rethinking diverse, eco-centered, and more-than-
human presents and futures through artistic languages,
research, and practices grounded in a sensitivity that
includes the idea of the commons.

Researchers, artists, architects, urban planners, historians,
and anthropologists were invited to register and participate
in this debate and art exhibition. The results of these
scientific, cultural, and geopolitical reflections are compiled
in the international scientific publication CAP - Cadernos
de Arte Publica.
