Our activities commenced with the inaugural edition of the Urban Creativity conference in 2014. Following
the publication of our first book (2014 conference proceedings) and anticipating conference continuity, we
established our first journal: SAUC - Street Art and Urban Creativity in 2015.

We identified the need to expand the number of journals, resulting in the creation of CAP - Public Art Journal
and UXUC - User Experience and Urban Creativity in 2019, AIS - Architecture Images Studies and BBDS - Black
Book drawing and Sketching in 2020, GSA - Graffiti and Street Art in 2023, EGI - Epigraphy Graffiti Iconography
and VAS - Visionary Architecture Studies in 2025.

Our mission is to promote and disseminate topics that are peripheral to core research areas and are
approached from various research angles.

Our values are centered on life, rooted in human relations, personal contact, and mutual understanding. We
adhere to the COPE (Committee on Publication Ethics) Code of Conduct, Best Practice Guidelines for Journal
Editors, Code of Conduct for Journal Publishers, and The European Code of Conduct for Research Integrity.

Our culture unites scientific international communities from diverse research fields, including Arts &
Humanities, Science & Technology, and Social Sciences.

Our publishing model is built on the principle that academic precision and creative experimentation
can coexist. We work with disciplines that challenge conventional boundaries — from graffiti research
and participatory urban art to visual culture, design theory, and architectural visionary studies.

Since its founding, Wisethorough has:
- Published more than 670 peer-reviewed articles, 70 issues, and 34 volumes across eight journals
(six active, two archived).

- Produced nine books and several visual research editions.

- Created a strong digital and print-on-demand presence, designed to serve researchers’' needs
rather than impose restrictive templates.

- Integrated high-quality visual layouts, where the image is treated as a vital element of research and
dissemination — often using full-bleed, double-spread imagery to extend the visual argument of each
article,

Wisethorough operates as a network of collaboration. It is founded and directed by Pedro Soares Neves,
researcher collaborator at the Faculty of Fine Arts, University of Lisbon, and supported by a core group
of co-editors and nearly 60 international scientific committee members, within a growing community
of over 1,200 registered users.

Our infrastructure ensures discoverability, interoperability, and long-term accessibility, built on
standardized XML/HTML full-texts and persistent DOIs, partnerships with RCAAP, the Portuguese
Open Access repository network and Crossref.

We are continuously working on expanding and maintaining compatibility with major global citation
indexes, directories, aggregators, repositories, preservation and metadata infrastructures, such as DOA|,
EBSCO, SciELO and WoS— having already had two journals indexed in Scopus.

Wisethorough is registered in the European Diamond Capacity Hub (EDCH), contributing to the
collective effort toward transparent, community-owned scholarly communication across Europe.

We organise annual online seminars and an international conferences in Lisbon (University of
Lisbon and other venues), opportunities for exchange between research, art, and public space.

overlooked by mainstream publishing — from graffiti research to participatory urban art and
architectural culture.
